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Introduction
In a digital and global environment where information is racing across 
continents in seconds, the proliferation of economic related crimes is a
cause for concern.

The meteoric economic development of many Asian countries has also 
given rise to an alarming increase in white-collar crimes. Identity theft, 
money laundering, security breaches, computer hacking, and insider 
threats are some examples to name a few. Wasting resources in a manner 
such as this is something that a region can channel for development, and 
not, on the other hand, being squandered through criminal activities. I f 
organized crimes have the impression that the lack of networking within 
a particular country allows them to slip through the cracks, how much 
more so when different countries are involved. It becomes almost 
redundant to point out that unless we co-operate as a region, we will not 
be able to start addressing the impact that this type of crimes is having 
on our economy.

Based on “The 4th Biennial Global Economic Crime Survey 2007” by 
PricewaterhouseCoopers, it revealed that fraud remains as one of the 
most problematic issues for businesses worldwide, with no abatement,
no matter what a company’s country of operation, industry sector or 
size. Of the 5,428 companies in 40 countries that took part in this
research project, over 43% reported of suffering one or more significant 
economic crimes during the previous two years – an essentially static 
level compared with 2005 and an increase of six percentage points over 
2003. 

According to the “2006 Report to the Nation on Occupational Fraud and 
Abuse” conducted by the Association of Certif ied Fraud Examiners 
(ACFE), it estimated that the American organizations lost approximately 
5% of their annual revenues to fraud. Applied to the estimated 2006 
United States Gross Domestic Product, this 5% figure would translate 
into approximately USD$652 bill ion in fraud losses.
